– To build our vocabulary.

– To use strong words.

– Improve the way we communicate.

• Parts of Speech:

– Noun = person, place, or thing

– Pronoun = takes the place of a noun

– Verb = an action word

– Adjective = describes a noun

– Adverb = modifies a verb, adjective, adverb

– Preposition = shows relationship

– Conjunction = a connecting word

– Interjection = expresses emotion
